Subroutine/Dictionary for Last withdrawal branch from an account
All items are loaded at the Real TCL prompt, not XTCL if using MESA.  If you are not able to get to Real TCL, please contact me and I will give you some assistance.

The subroutine listed below is stored in a directory called SUBR.BP for no other reason than this is what I decided to call it.  If I have performed work for your CU in the past and have loaded a subroutine, it would have been loaded in this file.  To determine if this file exists, type LIST SUBR.BP and if items list, you will not have to create the file as in step 1.

Follow each step below by using a copy/paste from this document to your Telnet session.

1. At TCL, type CREATE-FILE DIR SUBR.BP
2. After the file is created, type AE SUBR.BP LAST.WTD.BR
3. Assuming this name has not been used, the screen will display:

4. Type I for insert to get to line 001= and then copy/paste the following lines:

    RESULT = REC<I,1,2>

    RETURN

  END

EXT.CNT = DCOUNT(REC<1,2>,CHAR(252))

FOR I = EXT.CNT TO 1 STEP -1

  TRAN.EXT.KEY = TRAN.KEY:'/':I

  READ TTIO FROM TRAN.EXT, TRAN.EXT.KEY ELSE RETURN

  FOR II = REC<1,2,I> TO 1 STEP -1

    TCODE = TTIO<II,1,1>

    IF TCODE = 50 OR TCODE = 51 OR TCODE = 52 OR TCODE = 60 THEN

      RESULT = TTIO<II,1,2>

      RETURN

5. As you see, the four (4) transaction codes of 50, 51, 52 and 60 are used to determine which transactions to look at to determine the last withdrawal branch number.  When the copy is complete, hit RETURN to get to the prompt line *--: and type FI to file item
6. At TCL, type BASIC SUBR.BP LAST.WTD.BR to compile the subroutine
7. At TCL, type CATALOG SUBR.BP LAST.WTD.BR LOCAL to catalog the subroutine
8. Create the following dictionary at Real TCL in either the ACCOUNT or TRAN file.  Line 003 is blank and therefore hit the space bar on line 003 then hit RETURN.
